Kingdom Prayer Guide


Thank you for joining with me on this year long commitment of spiritual devotion. A year where we consecrate time each Wednesday to praying for things which are on God’s agenda. 

Throughout 2012, we are committing to pray three times a day on the following points: we pray for His kingdom to come, we pray to be like Jesus, we pray that the Lord send out workers into His field which very much includes ourselves. We pray also to be filled with His Holy Spirit and we commit to praying for each other.
The five key points above only provides for us a structure for our prayer times. What I have done on this paper is to expand those points with some biblically based substance. So as you bring the five points to the Lord in prayer, you can develop your prayer by including some or all of the expansion points which I have added. 
Let us pray about His Kingdom

Read Eph 1:16-23

16 I have not stopped giving thanks for you, remembering you in my prayers. 

17 I keep asking that the God of our Lord Jesus Christ, the glorious Father, may give you the Spirit of wisdom and revelation, so that you may know him better. 

18 I pray also that the eyes of your heart may be enlightened in order that you may know the hope to which he has called you, the riches of his glorious inheritance in the saints, 

19 and his incomparably great power for us who believe. That power is like the working of his mighty strength, 

20 which he exerted in Christ when he raised him from the dead and seated him at his right hand in the heavenly realms, 

21 far above all rule and authority, power and dominion, and every title that can be given, not only in the present age but also in the one to come. 

22 And God placed all things under his feet and appointed him to be head over everything for the church, 

23 which is his body, the fullness of him who fills everything in every way. 

(NIV)

The Apostle Pauls prayer in Ephesians 1:16-23, gives us a fantastic framework for our own kingdom focused prayers. I have highlighted eight prayer points from the passage. Read each point and then expand your own prayers from any or all of the individual points.
1. We ask the Lord to give us a spirit of wisdom and revelation so that we might truly know the Lord. 
2. And may we acquire such knowledge of Him that we would know what is on His heart and devout ourselves to the things that matter to Him.

3. We are asking that we might receive illumination and enlightenment in our hearts regarding the glorious future and hope that we have in Christ Jesus. There is so much greatness ahead of us in the coming of His glorious kingdom it is incredible.

4. We ask also to know and fully appreciate the incomparable power of our Lord – for nothing is impossible for The Lord, everything He has promised and purposed must come to pass. Thank you Lord that the resurrection of every believer is guaranteed since Jesus has the authority and power to make it so, and we shall reign with Him.
5. We pray for and agree on the sovereignty and Lordship of Jesus over every power and authority. 
6. We pray for His Lordship now and in the future. 
7. We pray for the submission of everything under the feet of Jesus. 
8. And we ask that we might come under the Lordship of Jesus in full obedience to Him.

Other ‘let your kingdom come’ prayer points 
· That the Lord make His church ready for His second coming

Pray that we be like Jesus
1 John 3:2
2 Beloved, we are [even here and] now God's children; it is not yet disclosed (made clear) what we shall be [hereafter], but we know that when He comes and is manifested, we shall [as God's children] resemble and be like Him, for we shall see Him just as He [really] is. 

(AMP)

It is God’s intention that every believer be like His Son Jesus The Christ. The purpose of the five fold ministry (Ephesians 4:11-15) is to prepare us for good works of service, edification, unity and to bring us to the point of maturity, and that maturity is being like Jesus.

· Father, help us to be more like your Son Jesus Christ
· May the fruit (works) of Jesus be seen through us since God is not interested in our fruit, He is only interested in the fruit of Christ realised through our deeds John 15:1-17; Isaiah 64:6
· And Lord may we be as focused and committed to your mission as Jesus was. He was always thinking about His Fathers affairs. Luke 2:49 "Why were you searching for me?” he asked. "Didn't you know I had to be in my Father's house?”  
· Dear Lord may it be my greatest pleasure to please you in everything. Matthew 3:17 “This is my beloved Son in whom I am well pleased” NIV
· We ask the Lord to show us where we have not submitted to His will and we ask for forgiveness and grace to pursue His Will Matthew 26:39 …"My Father, if it is possible, may this cup be taken from me. Yet not as I will, but as you will." NIV 

· Help us to serve each other as Jesus served (Matt 20:26-28; John 13: 1-17; Phil 2:5-11;) we should serve each other Galatians 5:13; 1 Peter 4:10.
· Pray that we love as Christ loved Christ was impartial, He loved everyone – Eph 5:1-2  THEREFORE BE imitators of God [copy Him and follow His example], as well-beloved children [imitate their father]. 2 And walk in love, [esteeming and delighting in one another] as Christ loved us and gave Himself up for us, a slain offering and sacrifice to God [for you, so that it became] a sweet fragrance. (AMP); Ephesians 5:1-2; Romans 5:8; 1 John 4:7-11
· May we be united with each other in the Father as Christ was John 17:17:20-21 20 "My prayer is not for them alone. I pray also for those who will believe in me through their message, 21 that all of them may be one, Father, just as you are in me and I am in you. May they also be in us so that the world may believe that you have sent me. (NIV)
Pray that the lord send out workers:
It is important to note that when Jesus instructed the disciples to pray for labourers to come and do the work, Jesus had already sent His disciple out to prepare the way for Him (Luke 10:1-3), so they were already actually doing His work, and it was from that position that they were to pray for others to join the kingdom labour force.
Pray for a personal burning desire to be His witness
Pray that we have an excitement in the prospect of shearing the good news with others
Pray for courage and boldness to witness about Jesus
Pray for a genuine love for the Lost

Pray for opportunities to express our faith
Pray for a clear understanding of the gospel and confidence to shear it with others 
Pray that signs might follow our testimony of Jesus, pray that souls be saved – Mark 16:20 20 Then the disciples went out and preached everywhere, and the Lord worked with them and confirmed his word by the signs that accompanied it. (NIV)
Pray for the filling of the Holy Spirit

It is Gods desire to give us the Holy Spirit What father among you, if your son asks for a fish, will give him a snake instead of a fish? Or if he asks for an egg, will give him a scorpion? If you then, although you are evil, know how to give good gifts to your children, how much more will the heavenly Father give the Holy Spirit to those who ask him!” (Luke 11:11-13 NET)
Pray that we be filled with boldness Acts 4:31 After they prayed, the place where they were meeting was shaken. And they were all filled with the Holy Spirit and spoke the word of God boldly.

The Holy Spirit will fill us so that we have the energy to do the work of Jesus. So we pray that He gives us that energy, pray that He gives us the strength, pray that He gives us the power, pray that He gives us the comfort and assurance in our testimony and pray that He gives us the words we should say and we pray that He fills us with boldness.

Pray for evidence that we have been filled with the Holy Spirit by the manifestation of His fruit. Galatians 5:22-25

22 But the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, goodness, faithfulness, 

23 gentleness and self-control. Against such things there is no law. 

24 Those who belong to Christ Jesus have crucified the sinful nature with its passions and desires. 

25 Since we live by the Spirit, let us keep in step with the Spirit. (NIV)
Pray that we crucify the flesh and live and keep in step with the leading of the Spirit of God.
Pray for spiritual gifts to do His work 1 Corinthians 12:27-31; and Pray that we exercise our spiritual gifts in love 1Corinthians 13
Let us pray for each other

As people come to our minds let us present them to the Lord in prayer as if we were praying for our selves.
1 Cor 12:26

26 And if one member suffers, all the members suffer with it; or if one member is honored, all the members rejoice with it.
